Task 1b – Web Search and File Transfer

(This is for Pass (P1))

Instructions:

What to do:

1. Read about how to use search engines (including complex searches) on the www.ictgnvq.org.uk website.

2. You must carry out a search for information from the Web using a search engine.  Your task is to find an aerial photo or map of the area where you live.  To do this you can either start with a search engine home page (such as www.google.co.uk or www.yahoo.co.uk) or you can go directly to a website (if you know one) that has maps or aerial photographs – and carry out your search there.

3. When you have found a photo or map you must save this in your Unit 10 - Internet folder.  

4. Using a suitable word processing application, write a one or two page report – called “Searching the web and transferring files” - including a description of the searches you carried out – with details of the website(s) you used – and include the map or photo in your report.  You may want to illustrate this report with screenshots of your searches that you carried out.  Make sure your name is in the header or footer of the document.  Save it in your Unit 10 - Internet folder.

5. Read the suitable pages on the www.ictgnvq.org.uk website to find out about FTP – file transfer protocol - and then include in your report an explanation of how ftp is used to send files from a home or business computer to a web server computer which hosts a business or home website.  You should use screenshots if you can find any suitable to illustrate what you do.

6. Read about videoconferencing (you will find some information on the www.ictgnvq.org.uk website) and include in your report an explanation of how this is being increasingly used by both businesses and home users to give face-to-face contact despite being far apart.  Explain what the possible advantages are of videoconferencing where a business may have offices in different countries and their managers need to regularly meet face-to-face.
