Unit 10 – Networks and Communications


Task 1d – The school network

(This is for Pass (P5) and Merit (M3))
Instructions:

What to do:

1. Read about the school network and how it is organized on the www.ictgnvq.org.uk website.  

2. Draw (in pencil NOT using ICT) a diagram showing the school network – include the following network hardware items in it:

a. A network file-server

b. A network hub

c. 10 network workstations

d. Network interface cards (NIC)

e. A network printer

f. Cables and connectors

3. On the diagram write some brief notes explaining what each of the hardware items does.  You may prefer to include this in your word-processed report for this task.

4. Word process a brief report of what happens when a user switches on one of the workstations and tries to logon to the network and run a program.  – Make sure you explain the terms “username” and “password” in your description.  Include suitable screenshots (NOTE:  The logon dialog box cannot be captured on the school networked computers BUT you can capture screenshots of the folders, drives and other connections that are made for users when they logon) to make it clear how users get access to the network.

5. Also explain what happens when a user sends a document to print on a network printer.

6. Include in your word-processed report a description of the purpose of each of the items and activities.

How to do this:

The school network is of the server-client type shown on the www.ictgnvq.org.uk website.  You should draw this yourself showing where you would find each item of hardware listed.  Each of the components you show in the diagram has a full explanation on the www.ictgnvq.org.uk website.  This will help you when you write on your report or word-process it.

You should then word process your description of how YOU logon to the school network – don’t give your actual password but do explain what you do and what you see when you enter the username and password.  You can’t (unfortunately) include a screenshot of the logon screen in your explanation.

The printing explanation should include details of what you do to send the document to the printer – and then how the school network handles the job.  Read the relevant pages on the www.ictgnvq.org.uk website before you try to write this explanation.  Again use screenshots to illustrate the explanation.
