The IF function

We can use the “IF” function in a spreadsheet model to carry out calculations or display messages – it is a very powerful and important function to use.

In the example below we have been asked to insert a column which uses the IF function to display a message about whether the total sales are more or less than £20,000.
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Cells F2, F3, F4 down to F9 use a formula which includes the IF function.

Here are the formulae for the spreadsheet model:

Make Model Price Quantity Total Is this more than £20k?

Ford Ka 6,960 £     6              41,760 £     Yes

Ford Focus 10,495 £   2              20,990 £     Yes

Ford Mondeo 14,645 £   1              14,645 £     No

Ford Galaxy 22,740 £   1              22,740 £     Yes

Peugeot 106 7,595 £     9              68,355 £     Yes

Peugeot 206 8,995 £     3              26,985 £     Yes

Peugeot 406 14,995 £   1              14,995 £     No

Peugeot 607 20,395 £   1              20,395 £     Yes


For example – in cell F2 the formula starts by comparing the value in cell E2 with the figure “20000” to see if the figure in E2 is larger than 20000.  If it is then the word “Yes” is displayed, if it isn’t then the word “No” is displayed.

Peugeot 106 7595 9 =C6*D6 =IF(E6>20000,"Yes","No")

Peugeot 206 8995 3 =C7*D7 =IF(E7>20000,"Yes","No")

Peugeot 406 14995 1 =C8*D8 =IF(E8>20000,"Yes","No")

Peugeot 607 20395 1 =C9*D9 =IF(E9>20000,"Yes","No")
