Improving the appearance of your spreadsheet model

Some possible ideas

1. Don’t try to make it look too flashy.  Lots of colours will reduce the effect.

2. Enhancing some of the headings, adding a graphic, using a border, making alternate rows a different shade etc will all improve your model.  Look at the examples below and then decide what you want to do.

3. If you want to use “conditional formatting” you will find this feature to be very effective.  You will find it in the “format” menu – but again don’t overdo it!
